Ancient Voices, Modern Tools: Preserving Indigenous
Stories with Technology is an intergenerational project that
engages all age groups in preserving the language, culture and
knowledge of indigenous peoples. It draws upon the creativity of
the People, the rich cultural resources from within the
Community, and the deep traditional wisdom of Indigenous
Nations. ILI conducts workshops that provide community
people with technology tools and skills to create audio visual
stories in the indigenous language. The tools empower
Indigenous communities to tell the stories in their Native
language and from their perspective.

Digital Storytelling Workshop s a three-day workshop to be
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Language Materials Development Center (LMDC). Participants

receive instructor assisted training and computer software use of
MovieMaker2, Audacity audio software, GIMPshop, and
Windows Media Player features. Participants learn to create
storyboards and focus on hands-on lab activities under the
guidance of instructors to create a short audio visual material in

the language. Each participant will take home a completed,

newly generated Native Language material DVD.
